Lost A Dog?
Losing a pet can be traumatic and scary. Acting fast can increase your chances of finding your lost pet. Here are some suggestions…
1. Check www.pets911.com or call 1-888-PETS-911. This website acts as a local lost and found in the Valley. 

2. Post Fliers 
3. Talk to your neighbors, letter carrier, and paper deliverer to see if anyone has spotted your pet. 

4. Place an ad in the local paper and offer a reward. Also check the found ads. 

5. Most important, keep looking for at least ten days. Many pets are found by members of the public who may not bring the animal in to a shelter for several days. 

6. MCACC (Maricopa County Animal Care and Control) has 2 locations. Lost and found hours at both of those facilities are Monday-Friday 11am-5:30pm, Saturday and Sunday 11am-5:30pm.
            The East Valley facility is located in Mesa at 2630 W. 8th Street (8th Street and the 101).
            The West Valley facility is located in Phoenix at 2500 S. 27th Avenue (27th Avenue and Lower Buckeye).
